Barrington Irving Soars to New Heights 

for Students. On Oct. 15, 2008, at 
Opa-Locka Airport in Florida, Barrington 
Irving Ñ the youngest person 
and Þrst black pilot to ßy solo 
around the world Ñ climbed 
into a student-built aircraft 
called Inspiration II while 
a crowd of 4,000 students 
(including 14 busloads of 
NASA students) watched 
him take to the sky. 

As Irving settled into the 
cockpit, he paused and 
thought to himself, ÒI know 
why IÕm doing this,but I 
canÕt believe IÕm doing this.Ó

!en as a cameraman 
signaled for comment, 
Irving looked into the 
priceless faces surrounding 
him in awe and simply said, 
ÒNo risk, no reward.Ó 

ItÕs that motto that made IrvingÕs 
Experience Aviation a reality. Experience 
Aviation is a non-proÞt organization 
founded by Irving to inspire inner city 
youth and encourage them to pursue 
careers in aviation. It is the foundation 
for the ÒBuild and SoarÓ program, which 
provides a unique opportunity for students 
to receive instruction, work with a team 
and build a functioning airplane. It is 
IrvingÕs way of giving back the gift and 
opportunity in aviation introduced to him 
by his early mentor, Capt. Gary Robinson. 

Irving collaborated with the George 
T. Baker Aviation School for this 
inaugural project. He and Baker School 
instructors worked tirelessly with 60 
selected students from Carol City and 
Norland senior high schools. Each student 
participated in this special hands-on 
opportunity to build an airplane with 
their own hands and to work in a self-
esteem-building, team environment.

Ò!e students worked Þve days a week, 
eight hours a day, for 10 weeks, some 
even 10 to12 hours a day Ñ it was very 

impressive to witness,Ó Irving 
said. And in the words of 
Davon Ochoa (11th grade, 
age 17),ÓCaptain Irving 
inßuenced me to go to 
school, study hard and follow 
my dreams. His program 
has given me a chance to do 
something with my life.Ó 

!e Zenith XL aircraft 
was named Inspiration II 
in honor of Inspiration, the 
single-engine Columbia 4000 
that Irving ßew 30,000 miles 
around the world in 2007.

ÒI trusted the students and 
they trusted me. !ey held 
up their end of the bargain 
by building the plane, and 
I had to hold up my end of 

the bargain by ßying it,Ó he said. ÒWhen 
I ßew around the world, my life was in 
my own hands. But now my life was 
in these studentsÕ hands, and once that 
runway disappeared, it was very intense.Ó

the students, who cheered triumphantly 
from below. Afterwards, several of the 
students, many of whom didnÕt think 
he was actually going to ßy the airplane, 
came forward with their impressions:

Ò!is program opened my eyes to a 
world that was unknown to me,Ó said 
Shammon Julme (12th grade, age 16).

ÒIÕm very happy about Barrington 
bringing this program to our 
schools. When I heard about it I 
immediately signed up,Ó said !omas 
Nelson(10th grade, age 15).

Irving got the idea for Build and Soar last summer, 
during his around-the-world, record-setting ßight. While 
pondering the current worldwide shortage of engineers 
and mechanics in aviation, Irving wanted to make it 
easier for underprivileged students to discover aviation, 
for personal development and career opportunities. 

!e proof of the programÕs success is the life-changing impact 
it has made on the participants. Many say Build and Soar has 
kept them in school and out of trouble. ÒBuild & Soar helped 
me better myself. It allowed me to meet new people and learn 
new things. Barrington helped motivate me to Þnish school and 
pursue a good career,Ó said Kenneth Mack (10th grade, age 16). 
Durante Felton agreed. ÒBarrington helped me stay out of trouble 
and better myself instead. Being in the Build & Soar program will 
help me achieve my future goals,Ó said Felton(11th grade, age 16).

After safely landing Inspiration II, Irving recalled, ÒI couldnÕt 
believe the expressions on the kidÕs faces, how proud they were. 
I knew that day that I had touched those kidsÕ lives and that 
they would touch the lives of so many other students.Ó

IrvingÕs vision is to take Build and Soar across the nation to 
introduce thousands more students to aviation. He inspires 
and empowers his students to believe in a dream. For 16-
year-old Deshorn King that has made all the di"erence.

Ò!e program has opened many doors to help me fulÞll 
my dream of becoming a pilot. If it wasnÕt for Barrington, 
I would never have gotten this experience,Ó King said. 

As for Irving, his dream is fulÞlled every time he sees his own 
reßection in the face of a young person interested in aviation.

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Redtail #11 Saves the Day

HereÕs what the local paper said about Redtail 11 (Master Maurice Orange) 
Darcy Shavers was one unlucky purse snatcher. 
On the afternoon of April 3, 2008, he clutched his victimÕs brown handbag as he 

sprinted past parked cars and startled shoppers in a Ralphs parking lot Ñ right into the 
path of a martial-arts master as he strolled to lunch. 

!e timing couldnÕt have been more perfect Ñ or worse Ñ for Shavers. 
ÒI thought, ÔDo I go after him, or at this point be a good witness?Õ Ó recalled Maurice 

Orange, the 54-year-old owner of the nearby Sidekicks Martial Arts Academy on Alta 
View Drive in southeastern San Diego. ÒWell, I ran after him.Ó 

!e thief tossed the purse after he got a glance at his pursuer, but Orange still tackled 
and pinned him in a chokehold for more than 10 minutes until police arrived. 

!e decision to act earned Orange and four other San Diego County residents 
top honors yesterday at the 19th Annual Law Enforcement Salute to Local Heroes 
luncheon at the Town and Country Resort in Mission Valley.

!e event, sponsored by the Rotary Club of San Diego, recognizes people who have 
aided their fellow citizens and police through courageous acts. 

ÒItÕs truly amazing to hear these stories,Ó said San Diego County District Attorney 
Bonnie Dumanis. ÒTo think people really do these things without thinking, without 
wanting to be a hero, because itÕs the right thing to do.Ó 

After receiving his award, Orange told the crowd that he wasnÕt a hero, but Òa middle-aged guy who saw a young man stealing a purse.Ó 
Shavers is serving a two-year prison sentence. 
Orange, who holds a seventh-degree black belt in taekwondo, advised other would-be heroes to weigh the potential risks before getting 

involved. 
ÒYou have to consider if theyÕre armed with a weapon, if anyone else is in the parking lot, if thereÕs a getaway car,Ó he said. ÒBefore engaging, 

you have to stop and consider these things.Ó 
San Diego Police Chief William Lansdowne said Ògood common senseÓ is a must in these situations. 
Ò(OrangeÕs) training leads him in that direction. HeÕs trained to use violence and his skills only when necessary,Ó Lansdowne said. ÒPeople need 

to be able to defend themselves, and they need to defend those that canÕt defend themselves.Ó

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 A Living Legend ¥ The Tuskegee Airman
LEWIS JOHN LYNCH

Before April 9, 2007, if you sat at 
your computer and typed in the word 
ÒLivinglegendÓ you would have been in 
contact with a true legend. You would 
have found a wonderful man and not 
just an enormous ego with a fancy 
email address.

Born Lewis John Lynch on October 
4, 1922 in Cincinnati, Ohio; Lewis was 
an only child. One can only imagine 

that growing up Lew, as he liked to be called, enjoyed any ball 
game, running and biking. However, one thing that sat him apart 
from other boys was he was a dreamer. He dreamed of one day 
ßying an airplane.

In 1941 the United States entered World War II. It was two years 
later at 21 that Lew applied for the aviation training program 
in Tuskegee, Alabama. !is was the program that brought forth 
the Tuskegee Airmen. He began what would be a career of more 
than 20 years before retiring with the title of major in the United 
States Air Force. !e program was not easy for Lew because he had 
trouble with the physics of the stall. Yet one of his instructors took 
him up on his day o" to help him earn his wings and not wash out 
and by the way, Lew Þnished 3rd in his class. 

Lew became one of the 992 proud men to 
wear the name Ò!e Tuskegee AirmanÓ. It 
was these proud men who in their e"ort to 
Þght racism in the United States joined the 
United States Armed Forces to Þght fascism 
in Europe. !ese airmen had to prove to 
the Americans that they could be o#cers 
and pilots. !at is why these men joined 
together to score higher on test and excel in 
their ßying. In doing so they were soon requested to ßy as escorts 
by white pilots. By the end of World War II the Red Tails, as they 
were called, in 1500 missions had never lost a bomber that they 
escorted.

Lew was a proud airman and with all rights to be so. He was 
humble but he would point himself out in the mural at Lambert 
Airport ÒBlack American in FlightÓ. He would also let you know he 
was ÒLewis JohnÓ being portrayed by Mekhi Phifer in the Þlm !e 
Tuskegee Airman. He was really proud that the St. Louis Chapter 

of B.P.A. renamed themselves the ÒLewis J. Lynch Chapter of 
B.P.A.Ó. He also devoted himself to speaking about his experiences 
in classrooms, universities, civil groups, and at ßy-ins. Lew wanted 
people to know about the Airmen and what they had accomplished 
so as to carry on the legacy.

On August 4, 2008, Lewis John Lynch was interned at Arlington 
National Cemetery in Washington D.C. It was a very Þtting and 
impressive service. LewÕs urn with the ßag was placed in the drawer 
of a casket on a horse drawn wagon. !e wagon was pulled by a 
team of 6 horses with 3 riders. !e wagon lead the way followed by 
a ßag team, a military band, and the honor guards. Upon reaching 
the site two members of the honor guard went to the wagon and 
removed the urn and ßag from the casket. In a ceremonial march 
they proceeded to LewÕs Þnal resting place. After placing the urn on 
a stand and unfolding the ßag they stood with the open ßag over 
the urn. Seated in the mist of relatives and friends were LewÕs three 
daughters, son and companion of many years. 

!e chaplain began the service telling of his Þght to get in when 
the army said he was too tall. He spoke about him almost washing 
out and how in spite of everything he earned his wings and Þnished 
3rd in his class. He told of the 42 missions he ßew and he also 
mentioned how Lew was unable to go to Washington to receive 
the Congressional Gold Medal because of his illness and that his 
son David stood in his place with a picture of his dad on his jacket. 
He shared some other stories and as he concluded you heard in the 
distance seven rounds Þred o" then another and another. !ere 
were 21 rounds in all. From the other side of the cemetery you 
could hear a lone bugler playing taps while the honor guard leader 
stood at attention with a salute. When the bugler lowered his horn 
the honor guard began to fold the ßag. You could hear the ÒsnapÓ as 
they creased it and with a pass over you heard the ÒsnapÓ again and 
so it continued until they reached the end and tucked it into itself. 
With a salute, the ßag was passed to the chaplain to be presented to 
his daughter Cathy who also received it with a proud salute. As the 
chaplain closed with a few small remarks the band and ßags began 
to march o".

While friends started to their cars LewÕs three daughters, son, 
and companion laid ßowers on his burial site.  !ey took one 
last picture with their father and said their Þnal goodbyes. Yes, 
Lew had been interned and his body laid to rest, but as for the 
ÒLivinglegendÓ his spirit goes on and on.
